e to any other person with your consent to the disclosure.

Your personal information may be stored and processed in any country where we have
facilities or service providers and your information may be transferred to countries
outside of your country of residence, including to the United States, which may provide
for different data protection rules than in your country.

Appropriate contractual and other measures are in place to protect personal information
when it is transferred to our affiliates or third parties in other countries, such as the
European Commission’s Standard Contractual Clauses, which require recipients of
personal information to protect personal information they process from the EEA in
accordance with European Union data protection law.

5. Information Retention
